The TV in the second bedroom is connected to
an Amazown Firestick for access to a range of
apps (including Nekflix).

Instructions for the fire as follows.

Ensure ash is cleared from tray - careful ik
may still be hot from night before!

Set with newspaper (spare in coffee table
drawer), a fire lighter and some sticks. Ignite,
close and make sure top and botkom venks are

pushed to right side of fire.

Once fully alight and heat has built up (around
5§ minutes, load up with eco-coal or a log and
close. Move top vent to ¥0% full Lleft and
bottom to middle or even further dependant on
preference. For reference a full load should
burin for around an hour.

NOTE : you should have enough materials for a
couple of fires. The local shops provide Logs
eke. (kiln dried bags are best).



Heating

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The property was built in 1%28 by John Brown as
part of Glen Sherraiq House .

The property was part of the thriving clachan of
farms and erofts that made up Glen Rosa and
Glen Sherraiq.

The house belonged to the Davidson {o\mitj, who
farmed in Glen Rosa for more than 300 years,
Later the house became uhoat:upied, cw\i.ﬁ
occasionally used as a kctédaj home for
extended Davidson family.

In 1968, newly married Alisktair Davidson and
his wife Margaret moved back to Glen Rosa to
take over the farm from their elderly relatives.

As well as modernising the farm, Margaret and

Alistair realised the potential income from
tourists and set up Glen Rosa Trekking centre.
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For years the ponies trelkiced up and dowin len
Rosa, the lower slopes of Goat fell and down
to the beach where, if the ponies were Par&at,

would bake themselves and their riders inkto the

sea.
This poputar business became an atbrackion

i iks owin right and even though ponies sEoPped

brekiing here tn 1991, ik is still fondly
remenmbered.

When the trekking stop ed Glen Rosa Stables
was effectively derelict for more than a decade
before it was converted (in 2002-2003) to what
ik is today.

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Magnificent Glen Rosa

Carved out millions of years ago, the glacial
valley of Glen Rosa is home to many protected
wild {ife species such as golden eagle, red deer,

bari owls even the shy adder!

Glen Rosa is recognised as a Site of Special
Sclentific Interest (SS5I), which is a comservation
designation denoting a Pro&ea&ed area.
